

Coatesville Youth Initiative ServiceCorps: What is it? 

The Coatesville Youth Initiative ServiceCorps is a program for Coatesville Area School District youth between the ages of 14-18, which combines an eight-week service placement (employment experience) with a challenging life and leadership skills development curriculum. This is a life-changing opportunity for young people to engage in community building activities and service project(s), so they become inspired and poised to carry our community toward a positive future.  

Participants work at their Host Sites Monday-Thursday, 9 am-4 pm. On Friday, they participated in the Leadership Development component of the program. They are paid $7.50 per hour and work 35 hours per week.

Program Dates:

ServiceCorps is Monday, June 27th and through Friday, August 19th. Youth applications will be available Monday, April 4th and are due Friday, April 29th. 

Partnership is the Key:

Recognizing the importance of developing 21st century skills, the ServiceCorps program will expand our program to include for-profit businesses so youth learn to successfully navigate, interactive with, and position themselves in corporate America. 

Partnerships between schools, businesses, and community organizations are critical to maximize skill development. Business leaders also can use their expertise in innovation and management to help identify new and creative solutions that will invariably arise in the creation of a new, integrated system.

Perhaps most importantly, business is uniquely situated to provide real work experiences to young people. Many employers, as well as researchers, agree that early work experience is one of the best predictors of success in the workplace.

Here are several examples of how your business may play a role in ServiceCorps:

LEADERSHIP 

Convene meetings with business leaders, and advocate for the ServiceCorps Program

Advise Coatesville Youth Initiative staff on issues affecting your industry 

PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT/IMPLEMENTATION 

Help define needed workforce skills so ServiceCorps youth are equipped with 21st Century Skills

Help develop Training Curriculum for ServiceCorps Resource Days 

Host a site visit to your corporation  

Serve as a Host Site for the ServiceCorps Program 

Hire program participants (part-time during the school year)

IN-KIND/FINANCIAL SUPPORT 

Donate equipment (i.e. cameras, easels, video cameras, laptops, etc.)

Provide staff to teach a session for our Resource Days

Cover the Cost of Transportation

Sponsor the Cost of Meals (breakfast and lunch)

Sponsor field trips

Sponsor ServiceCorps Gear (t-shirts, polo shirts, jackets, etc.)

Coatesville Youth Initiative Mission
